The site covers about 200 acres, 
surrounded by trees. Use of the cabins is optional; you're welcome to set up your own tent and 
will find plenty of suitable space for doing so.  
 
Record-breakin' Skinnydip! On Saturday, July 10, MARNA will be teaming up with the 
Chesapeake Pagan Community to participate in the AANR Skinny Dip. At precisely 3 p.m. CPC 
and MARNA will gather at the pool to help AANR set a new Guiness North American skinny 
dippin' record. Both MARNA and CPC are offering a Skinnydipper's Pass for folks who want 
to help us make the record, but can attend for just a few hours on Saturday.  
 
Ride your bike, run, or walk on a course winding throughout scenic Camp 
Ramblewood on Saturday morning, July 10.  Options: ¼ mile paved Fun Run course, or the one 
mile Scenic Tour.
